This site
should be checked before the rating process for this examination begins and several times
throughout the Regents examination period.

The following procedures are to be used for rating papers in the Comprehensive
Examination in English. More detailed directions for the organization of the rating
process and procedures for rating the examination are included in the Information
Booklet for Administering and Scoring the Comprehensive Examination in English.

Scoring of Multiple-Choice Questions

Indicate by means of a check mark each incorrect or omitted answer to multiple-
choice questions on the Session One answer sheet; do not place a check mark beside
a correct answer. Use only red ink or red pencil. In the box provided under each
part, record the number of questions the student answered correctly for that part.
Transfer the number of correct answers for the Part A and Part B multiple-choice
questions to the appropriate spaces in the box in the upper right corner of each stu-
dent’s SESSION ONE answer sheet.

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Rating of Essays

(1) Follow your school’s procedures for training for rating.  This process should include:
Introduction to the task—
• Raters read the task and summarize its purpose, audience, and format
• Raters read passage(s) and plan own response to task
• Raters share response plans and summarize expectations for student responses

Introduction to the rubric and anchor papers—
• Trainer reviews rubric with reference to the task
• Trainer reviews procedures for assigning scores
• Trainer leads review of each anchor paper and commentary

(Note: Anchor papers are ordered from high to low within each score level.)

Practice scoring individually—
• Raters score a set of five papers individually
• Trainer records scores and leads discussion until raters feel confident enough to move

on to actual scoring

(2) When actual rating begins, each rater should record his or her individual rating for a
student’s essay on the rating sheet provided, not directly on the student’s essay or
answer sheet.  Do not correct the student’s work by making insertions or changes of any
kind.

(3) Each essay must be rated by at least two raters; a third rater will be necessary to resolve
scores that differ by more than one point.  The scoring coordinator will be responsible
for coordinating the movement of papers, calculating a final score for each student’s
essay, and recording that information on the student’s answer paper for Session One.

The response: 

Meaning Reveals an in-depth analysis of the text, stating that having public parks not only improves one’s 

health, but connects society together, thus improving the relationship between individuals and 

nature and … to each other. The response makes insightful connections between information and 

ideas in the text and the assigned task by explaining that parks are fundamental to our health at all 

different angles and that parks create a sense of purpose and … profound connection. 

Development Develops ideas clearly and fully, making effective use of a wide range of relevant and specific 

details from the text to support a discussion about the necessity for public parks in areas exposed to 

the adversities that come with rapid urbanization and are faced with nation-wide epidemics … that 

threaten to take … lives. The response further discusses parks’ environmental influence 

(conservation of our Earth’s natural resources is crucial) and social significance (in order for 

communities to grow, everyone is important). 

Organization Maintains a clear and appropriate focus on why having a newly funded park in our community will 

provide endless benefits. The response exhibits a logical and coherent structure by moving from the 

start of the public park system to the benefits of funding new parks. Transitions are skillfully used 

(In the midst of the 19
th

 century, As a result, In other words). 

Language Use Is stylistically sophisticated, using language that is precise and engaging (In a world where industry 

and commercialism reign, the need for public parks is crucial to the development of better 

communities), with a notable sense of voice and an awareness of audience and purpose (Clearly, 

parks are giving individuals a natural therapy which should not be taken for granted). The response 

varies structure and length of sentences to enhance meaning (It is time to rise to the occasion and 

make sure that no child is left behind). 

Conventions Demonstrates control of the conventions with essentially no errors, even with sophisticated language. 

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 6 in all qualities.

The response: 

Meaning Reveals an in-depth analysis of the text, stating the benefits of public parks are boundless and must 

be done if any city wants to promote its own health as well as its citizens’ health. The response 

makes insightful connections between information and ideas in the text and the assigned task by 

explaining that exercise which has proven to be a remedy for many growing national epidemics … 

requires open space and that through what some call “Nature Deficit Disorder,” urbanization and 

development have effectively destroyed our instinctive need for nature. 

Development Develops ideas clearly and fully, making effective use of a wide range of relevant and specific 

details from the text (without a network of parks, the ideal of “equitable access” cannot be achieved 

and The park is a place for communication — between people, animals, and nature). 

Organization Maintains a clear and appropriate focus (the benefits … of a park). The response exhibits a logical 

and coherent structure, moving from a discussion of the benefits of public parks for humans, nature, 

and the environment, to the role parks play, and ending with a persuasive appeal to the planning 

board. Transitions are skillfully used (Moreover, Nonetheless, In light of the ongoing environmental 

issues). 

Language Use Is stylistically sophisticated, using language that is precise and engaging [Treatable conditions 

(preventable, really) such as obesity would decrease … but only if we make a concerted effort to 

create parks], with a notable sense of voice and awareness of audience and purpose (The 

consequences of not creating a local park … are unspeakable and Please consider the ramifications 

of building another shopping center or movie theater here). The response varies structure and length 

of sentences to enhance meaning (We need nature. Without it, a city cannot function). 

Conventions Demonstrates control of the conventions with essentially no errors, even with sophisticated language. 

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 6 in all qualities.

The response: 

Meaning Conveys a thorough understanding of the text, stating that a public park is … essential to human life. 

The response makes clear and explicit connections between information and ideas in the text and the 

assigned task (Park benefits include physical, mental, environmental, and economic health benefits). 

Development Develops ideas clearly and consistently, using relevant and specific details from the text to illustrate 

the positive effects of parks on physical health (those who live near parks stay healthy by 

exercising), mental health (humans are genetically programmed to be with nature), and 

environmental health (trees … capture carbon, give us energy, and provide shade). 

Organization Maintains a clear and appropriate focus on the benefits of parks. The response exhibits a logical 

sequence of ideas, following the order established in the introduction, presenting information on the 

physical, mental, and environmental benefits of parks, ending with a summary conclusion. 

Appropriate transitions are used (For these reasons, Similarly, Finally). 

Language Use Uses language that is fluent and original, with evident awareness of audience and purpose (a public 

park should be formed in the developing parcel of land and Parks allow for physical activity, a sense 

of community … and a place to find shade). The response varies structure and length of sentences to 

control rhythm and pacing (Water sheds maintain the quality of drinking water by removing 

pollutants). 

Conventions Demonstrates control of the conventions, exhibiting occasional errors in comma use (biophilia which 

and plants capture).

Development Develops ideas clearly and consistently, using relevant and specific details from the text to discuss 

the benefits of public parks (a public park would be a great solution to help motivate physical 

wellness, parks help us connect to one another, people who are informed about nature are more 

likely to conserve). 

Organization Maintains a clear and appropriate focus on the benefits of public parks (I hope that through my 

proposal you can all see how important a public park is). The response exhibits a logical sequence 

of ideas, first enumerating the various benefits of public parks for the individual, then addressing 

benefits to the community and environment. Transitions are appropriate (With that, When I refer, 

Remember). 

Language Use Uses language that is fluent, with evident awareness of audience and purpose (Do you want this for 

your children? I hope your answer … was no). The response varies structure and length of sentences 

to control rhythm and pacing (The benefits of building a public park are enormous). 

Conventions Demonstrates partial control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (enviormental, Excersise, 

Unfortunatley) and comma use (nature it; issue and; cleaner, and healthier) that do not hinder 

comprehension. 

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 5, although it is somewhat weaker in

The response: 

Meaning Conveys a thorough understanding of the text (Public parks provide numerous benifits. These … 

include … physical and mental health, as well as enviormental, social, and economic health). The 

response makes clear and explicit connections between information and ideas in the text and the 

assigned task (By having parks and park systems, our enviornment also benefits). 

Development Develops ideas clearly and consistently, using relevant and specific details from the text to discuss 

the benefits of public parks (Parks … preserve a place for nature, people near parks … are healthier, 

the trees and grass provide oxygen while filtering out carbon dioxide). 

Organization Maintains a clear and appropriate focus on the benefits of public parks. The response exhibits a 

logical sequence of ideas, moving from an introduction to a discussion of the benefits of parks on 

nature and health, reiterating the importance of parks in the conclusion (Much is riding on wether or 

not we have a public park). The response uses appropriate devices and transitions (Though, With out 

a place, As it stands). 

Language Use Uses language that is fluent and original, with evident awareness of audience and purpose (I believe 

that if we add a public park into the land development project, we would reap the numerous benefits 

that parks provide). The response varies structure and length of sentences to control rhythm and 

pacing (“Biophelia,” a term coined by Dr. Wilson, describes a genetic need to interact with nature 

and other species). 

Conventions Demonstrates partial control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (benifits, necesity, cators) and 

punctuation (include; both; two thirds; nature, with out) that do not hinder comprehension. 

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 5, although it is somewhat weaker in 

conventions.

Quality Commentary 
The response: 

Meaning Conveys a basic understanding of the text, stating that it is important for our community to develop a 

public park because there are so many beneficial qualities and outcomes that result from it. The 

response makes implicit connections between information and ideas in the text and the assigned task 

(A park is also beneficial toward Environmental health because there is so many living things inside 

that helps another living thing). 

Development Develops some ideas more fully than others. The response uses specific and relevant details from the 

text to discuss the benefits of parks on physical and mental health (exercise … helps prevent … heart 

disease, or diabeties and people are genetically programmed to interact with nature). Environmental 

health is less developed. 

Organization Maintains a clear and appropriate focus on the health benefits of public parks. The response exhibits 

a logical sequence of ideas, following the order established in the introduction (physical, mental, 

environmental health), using separate paragraphs for each discussion but lacks internal consistency 

in paragraph 3, shifting discussion from mental health to aspects of community health. There is no 

conclusion. 

Language Use Uses appropriate language, with some awareness of audience and purpose (it’s important that public 

parks are placed in as many locations as possible including our own). The response occasionally 

makes effective use of sentence length (Public parks also contribute to better mental health). 

Conventions Demonstrates partial control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (near by, intailed, 

immagination), punctuation (Rogers speech; to nature and this; celebrate community, and 

democracy), grammar (Parks … gives, Trees gives, Trees … it), and usage (by Will Rogers speech 

and beneficial toward) that do not hinder comprehension. 

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 4 in all qualities.

The response: 

Meaning Conveys a basic understanding of the text (There are many things that a park could contribute to 

our community). The response makes implicit connections between information and ideas in the text 

and the assigned task (It will lessen the chance of any animal going extent and It is a good  

recreational place to stay healthy at the same time). 

Development Develops some ideas more fully than others. The response uses specific and relevant details from 

the text to discuss the benefits of parks environmentally (tree’s emit oxygen and provide natural 

shade) and physically (obesity would be much less and people who live near … park … are 

healthier). The paragraph on mental health benefits is less specifically developed. 

Organization Maintains a clear and appropriate focus on the many positives for having a park. The response 

exhibits a logical sequence of ideas, using separate paragraphs to discuss the beneficial aspects of 

parks on the environment, and on physical and mental health, but lacks internal consistency in 

paragraph 2, shifting discussion from carbon dioxide, to trees providing shade, and then returning to 

the topic of carbon dioxide. Paragraph 3 presents several loosely related ideas. 

Language Use Uses appropriate language, with some awareness of audience and purpose (As you know and If we 

have a park). The response occasionally makes effective use of sentence structure (Like any other 

town or place, a city is also filled with people who … have problems mentally). 

Conventions Demonstrates partial control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (tramendously, provin, 

denyed), punctuation (park there, Tree’s provide home’s, city you), and usage (It will lessen and it 

emits) that do not hinder comprehension. 

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 4 in all qualities.

Quality Commentary 
The response: 

Meaning Conveys a basic understanding of the text (We should build a park because it has many benefits for 

people of all ages). The response makes implicit connections between information and ideas in the 

text and the assigned task (We should at least put back some of what we cut down and Alot of kids 

will grow up happy and joyful). 

Development Develops ideas briefly. The response uses some details from the text to support a discussion of 

physical health benefits in paragraph 3. The discussions related to carbon dioxide (paragraph 2) and 

impact on kids (paragraph 4) are less developed. 

Organization Maintains a clear and appropriate focus on the impact of parks and exhibits a logical sequence of 

ideas, moving from an introduction on the benefit of parks to an explanation of each benefit. The 

response lacks internal consistency in paragraph 2 by shifting discussion from fighting carbon 

dioxide to the reforestation of trees, and in paragraph 3 by shifting discussion from the benefits of 

health to an impact on difference. 

Language Use Uses appropriate language, with some awareness of audience and purpose (the parks systems will 

have a very big impact how we interact with people and nature). The response occasionally makes 

effective use of sentence structure and length (Studies show that people who live close to parks … 

use them for exercise, and their mental outlook is better). 

Conventions Demonstrates partial control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (excecise and diabetes), 

punctuation (nature and, park its, thirdly these), and grammar (Studies shows, a impact, impact how) 

that do not hinder comprehension. 

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 4, although it is somewhat weaker in 

development.

The 

response makes few connections between information and ideas in the text and the assigned task

Development Develops ideas briefly, using some details from the text (the number of people that had a room by 

a park got better faster then those that didn’t). 

Organization Establishes an appropriate focus on the importance of public parks (So I think building and having 

parks around is a good & healthy idea). The response exhibits a rudimentary structure made up of 

an introduction, two body paragraphs, and a concluding sentence. 

Language Use Relies on basic vocabulary (In the speech by Will Rogers) that is sometimes imprecise (then for 

“than” and your for “you’re”). The response exhibits some attempt to vary sentence structure and 

length for effect, but with uneven success (Parks also bring different people together to play 

many sports, play on swings and just exercise). 

Conventions Demonstrates partial control, exhibiting occasional errors in paragraphing (active. Parks) and 

grammar (parks … is and parks … it keeps) that do not hinder comprehension. 

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 3, although it is somewhat stronger in 

conventions.

conventions.

The response exhibits some attempt to vary sentence 

structure and length for effect, but with uneven success (I will also be talking about how by putting a 

park in the community will affect the people). 

Conventions Demonstrates emerging control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (proposel, develope, helthy), 

punctuation (city’s don’t have park’s, adult’s can, community and), and random capitalization that 

hinder comprehension. 

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 3, although it is somewhat weaker in 

development.
