The following procedures are to be used for rating papers in the Comprehensive
Examination in English. More detailed directions for the organization of the rating
process and procedures for rating the examination are included in the Information
Booklet for Administering and Scoring the Comprehensive Examination in English.

Scoring of Multiple-Choice Questions

Indicate by means of a check mark each incorrect or omitted answer to multiple-
choice questions on the Session Two answer sheet; do not place a check mark beside
a correct answer. Use only red ink or red pencil. In the box provided under each
part, record the number of questions the student answered correctly for that part.
Transfer the number of correct answers for the Part A multiple-choice questions to
the appropriate spaces in the box in the upper right corner of each student’s
SESSION ONE answer sheet.

Rating of Essays

Practice scoring individually—

* Raters score a set of five papers individually

e Trainer records scores and leads discussion until raters feel confident enough to move

(2) When actual rating begins, each rater should record his or her individual rating for a
student’s essay on the rating sheet provided, not directly on the students essay or
answer sheet. Do not correct the student’s work by making insertions or changes of any

kind.

(3) Each essay must be rated by at least two raters; a third rater will be necessary to resolve
scores that differ by more than one point. The scoring coordinator will be responsible
for coordinating the movement of papers, calculating a final score for each student’s
essay, and recording that information on the student’s answer paper for Session One,
and determining the student’s final score for the examination. The chart located on the
Department’s web site should be used for determining the final examination score.

Quality

Commentary
The response:

Meaning

Establishes a controlling idea that reveals an in-depth analysis of both texts, stating that Passages I
and II focus on the separation of young people from their families through the use of conflict and
characterization. The response makes insightful connections between the controlling idea and the
ideas in Passage I (The father’s feelings are in conflict as he listens to his daughter’s plan) and in
Passage 11 (The boy may have had the conflict of separation from his family thrust on him, the
narrator will someday bring this conflict to his or her own family).

Development

Develops ideas clearly and fully, making effective use of a wide range of relevant and specific
evidence to demonstrate the necessity of older children’s leaving home in Passage | (The father is
characterized as a man who loves his child but who realizes that she must be given the freedom to
live her own life as did the fish) and in Passage 11 (He has had to leave his family at a young age
and make his way, alone, to California, “that distant place of green vines and promise”). The
response uses appropriate literary elements from Passage 1 (This conflict of catching the fish
resolved his conflict of letting his daughter go) and from Passage Il (The boy is characterized as
honest when he offers to work for his meals) to further the analysis.

Organization

Maintains the focus established by the controlling idea that separation of young people from their
families still causes pain. The response exhibits a logical and coherent structure by first stating that
at some point, everyone gets a feeling of being separated from a family or friends, then addressing
how conflict and characterization are used by both authors to demonstrate how separation is
difficult but necessary, and concluding with the idea that in both passages the children are planning
to leave home and start new lives despite the pain their parents will suffer. Transitions are skillfully
used (However, As Holly exclaimed, Interestingly).

Language Use

Is stylistically sophisticated, using language that is precise and engaging (devastated to realize,
portrayed, the ache of separation), with a notable sense of voice and awareness of audience and
purpose. The response varies structure and length of sentences to enhance meaning (During their
fishing trip, she slowly reveals that she has changed her college plans so that she can graduate
earlier).

Conventions

Demonstrates control of the conventions with essentially no errors, even with sophisticated
language.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 6 in all qualities.

Anchor Level 6 — B

Quality

Commentary
The response:

Meaning

Establishes a controlling idea that reveals an in-depth analysis of both texts, stating that the concepts
of independence and separation are almost synonymous. The response makes insightful connections
between the controlling idea and the ideas in Passage I (Passage I brilliantly presents these concepts
of separation and independence through the protagonist, Holly’s decision to ... attend a college far

from her father’s sphere of influence) and in Passage Il (the poor boy’s anecdote, also emphasizes

these concepts of separation and independence).

Development

Develops ideas clearly and fully, making effective use of a wide range of relevant and specific
evidence to show that Holly’s father recognizes and then accepts her need for independence in
Passage | (The father compares the fish’s desire for freedom to his daughter’s desire to leave him)
and in Passage II how the poor boy, by his example, brings out the narrator’s desire to leave home,
and that the need for independence is inevitable (the protagonist of the poem will grow up and leave
his parents in the same way that Holly left her father). The response uses the fish metaphor and
repetition (the father’s happiness in the “usual” experiences) in Passage I and anaphoras ... in the
last stanza of the poem to further the analysis.

Organization

Maintains the focus established by the controlling idea on the belief that the need for independence
necessitates a separation from home. The response exhibits a logical and coherent structure, first
stating that the act of growing up makes separation ... inevitable, then presenting information about
parents’ struggle with letting go of their children (While Holly’s father agrees to Holly’s decision,
his reluctance in sending her is emphasized by the fish metaphor and parents worry for their kids
and long for them to stay near them), and concluding that despite what parents wish, their children
will become independent. Appropriate devices and transitions are skillfully used (Thus,
Furthermore, In other words).

Language Use

Uses language that is fluent and original, with evident awareness of audience and purpose
(synonymous, sphere of influence, treasured pieces of his life) despite some awkward phrasing (the
distinction between their friendship, parallel with, stems of the same tree). The response varies
structure and length of sentences to control rthythm and pacing (Thus, while separation is difficult for
Holly’s father to deal with, he finds it inevitable and a part of life).

Conventions

Demonstrates control of the conventions, exhibiting occasional errors in comma use (protagonist,
Holly’s; passage he; Passage II, also).

Conclusion: Overa

11, the response best fits the criteria for Level 6, although it is somewhat weaker in

language use and conventions.
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Anchor Level 5 - A

Quality

Commentary
The response:

Meaning

Establishes a controlling idea that reveals a thorough understanding of both texts, stating that for some,
the idea of separation is a blessing while for others, separation is extremely hard. The response makes
clear and explicit connections between the controlling idea and the ideas in Passage 1 (Though the
author was very saddened by the news his daughter had given him ... he would have no choice but to
let her go) and in Passage Il (The author knows the separation from his mother would cause her much
distress ... but knows if he is to acheve happiness he has no choice).

Development

Develops ideas clearly and consistently, with reference to relevant and specific evidence to describe the
necessary separation of children from their parents in Passage 1 (He describes how she first started
fishing with him at six and now was on to different activities because she was older) and in Passage 11
(4 boy comes by the house looking for food ... wandering the country searching for work). The
response includes examples of imagery in Passage 1 (the author employs extensive Imagry of the lake
and its surrounding forest) and characterization in Passage II (The author uses characterization to
describe “legs like willow limbs and his arms like reeds”).

Organization

Maintains the focus established by the controlling idea that although separation is hard for the people
having to endure it ... other find relief in it. The response exhibits a logical sequence of ideas, first
establishing the idea that separation is difficult because of the relationship that exists between two
people, then addressing the father’s acceptance of his daughter’s decesion to leave in Passage 1. The
response then addresses the child’s desire to “leave behind the wind, and the dust” in Passage I and
concludes with the idea that the children in both passages needed to leave home. Appropriate
transitions are used (Sometimes, however; This news; Clearly).

Language Use

Uses language that is fluent and original, with evident awareness of audience and purpose (barren farm
and cause for distress). The response varies structure and length of sentences to control rhythm and
pacing (From the beginning, he knew his daughter wanted to talk to him about Something serious, but
he wasn’t prepared for the decesion she had made).

Conventions

Demonstrates partial control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (interupted, similie, decesion) and
punctuation (blessing, because its; made. This being, work, by) that do not hinder comprehension.

conventions.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 5, although it is somewhat weaker in
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Anchor Level 5-B

Quality Commentary

The response:

Meaning Establishes a controlling idea that reveals a thorough understanding of both texts (if you love something,
or in this case, someone, you have to let it go and have its freedom). The response makes clear and
explicit connections between the controlling idea and the ideas in Passage I (He didn’t want to be
seperated from his daughter, but he knew he had to give his daughter her freedom) and in Passage II
(The narrator desires freedom, even if it means being seperated from his/her loved ones).

Development Develops ideas clearly and consistently, with reference to relevant and specific evidence from Passage |
to support a discussion about the struggles brought about by separation (When the daughter decides that
she wants to go to college early, her father doesn’t know what to do) and from Passage Il (In this
passage, a young boy is traveling to California and stops at a house asking for food in return for labor).
The response refers to metaphor in Passage I (This statement was a metaphor for his daughter wanting
to go to college early) and imagery in Passage Il (The use of imagery in this statement describes the
kind of place the narrator wants to go).

Organization Maintains the focus established by the controlling idea that the most important thing about dealing with
seperation is learning how to let go. The response exhibits a logical sequence of ideas, first establishing
the idea that it is always difficult being seperated from the people you love although it is necessary, then
presenting information about how the father in Passage I is dreading the idea of letting his daughter go,
moving to the narrator’s observation of the young traveler in Passage II and the narrator’s plans to leave
someday, and concluding with the idea that loved ones will always become seperated. Appropriate
transitions are used (Then the father and also describes).

Language Use Uses appropriate language, with some awareness of audience and purpose (aware of her desire to go to
college and Passage 2 is written as a free verse poem). The response occasionally makes effective use
of sentence length (Passage I talks about the relationship between a father and his daughter).
Conventions Demonstrates control of the conventions, exhibiting occasional errors in punctuation (up or else;
daughter wanting; journey, and).

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 5, although it is somewhat weaker in
language use.
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Anchor Level 5 - C

Quality

Commentary
The response:

Meaning

Establishes a controlling idea that reveals a thorough understanding of both texts (Seperation can be a
difficult thing to deal with and a seperation of any kind is usually difficult and emotional). The
response makes clear and explicit connections between the controlling idea and the ideas in each text
(The father in the first passage, is very emotional over his daughter leaving for college and The young
boys mother ... is filled with compassion).

Development

Develops ideas clearly and consistently, with reference to relevant and specific evidence from both
texts to demonstrate the difficulties of separation (He is genuinly sad that he will have to say goodbye
to his child and She understands how his mother is worried about him). The response refers to point of
view in Passage [ (In his point of view, he doesn’t yet want to let go) and symbolism in both passages
(he sees all that the fish symbolizes and The long journey ... symbolizes the journey of life).

Organization

Maintains the focus established by the controlling idea on the difficulty associated with separation
(Bonds formed in life between people are emotionally straining to have to seperate for whatever
reason). The response exhibits a logical sequence of ideas for Passage I, first addressing the reluctance
of the father and, finally, his acceptance of losing his little girl, and for Passage II by contrasting the
son’s excitement over the possibility of leaving with his mother’s dread of it. Appropriate transitions
are used (For example, is also, Despite).

Language Use

Uses appropriate language, with some awareness of audience and purpose (It is only human nature to
grow attached to these bonds). The response occasionally makes effective use of sentence structure and
length (These bonds usually last a lifetime, even if there is a seperation).

Conventions

Demonstrates partial control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (Seperation, genuinly,
uncertanty), punctuation (passage, is, boys mother on, life symbolizes), and agreement (everyone ...
their, work and effort is, child ... their) that do not hinder comprehension.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 5, although it is somewhat weaker in
language use and conventions.
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Anchor Level 4 — A

Quality

Commentary
The response:

Meaning

Establishes a controlling idea that shows a basic understanding of both texts (For some people,
separation is tough ... For others ... necessary). The response makes implicit connections between the
controlling idea and the ideas in each text (She would like to go away to college sooner than her father ...
would have liked and It is sad to see a mother wishing to know where her son is).

Development

Develops some ideas more fully than others. The response uses specific and relevant details from
Passage I to support a discussion about the father’s understanding of the separation he must commit to
and his symbolic release of the bass which helped him to realize that e must let his daughter go away to
college. The discussion of Passage II is less developed and is based on the effects of the setting (droughts
and a Depression), and relies more on general statements than on specific references (It was hard to see
their young boys separate from them).

Organization

Maintains the focus established by the controlling idea on separation which usually isn’t easy to deal
with. The response exhibits a logical sequence of ideas, first establishing that separation is fough but
necessary, then relating the difficulty of separation to the father and the daughter in Passage I and to the
need for a better life in the poem. Appropriate transitions are used (This also, In Passage II, in a
complete different light).

Language Use

Uses language that is appropriate, although sometimes inexact (their for “there” and okay), with some
awareness of audience and purpose (The author of Passage II, utilizes mood). The response occasionally
makes effective use of sentence structure and length (While fishing, his daughter, Holly, decides to ask
him about changing her future college plans).

Conventions

Demonstrates partial control, exhibiting occasional errors in punctuation (it’s own life; Passage II,
utilizes; deal with. Especially) and grammar (someone ... their parents, complete different light, a parent
and their child) that do not hinder comprehension.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 4, although it is somewhat stronger in
organization.
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Anchor Level4 — B

Quality

Commentary
The response:

Meaning

Establishes a controlling idea that shows a basic understanding of both texts (Throughout many aspects
of life people have to deal with seperation). The response makes implicit connections between the
controlling idea and the ideas in Passage 1 (the author ... displays seperation by the daughter going
away to college) and in Passage Il (It is shown because that boy Seperated from his family to go west).

Development

Develops some ideas more fully than others. The response uses specific and relevant evidence from
Passage I to explain the emotional difficulty of separation (She decides to go to the State University
right away and the father had Planned on her going to community college so she would be home) and
includes a discussion of symbolism (He used the fish he caught to symbolize his relationship with his
daughter). The discussion of Passage II is less specifically developed, including a brief and inaccurate
example of foreshadowing.

Organization

Maintains a clear and appropriate focus on the idea that seperation happens to everyone ... Everyone
has to deal with it. The response exhibits a logical sequence of ideas by contrasting the daughter’s new
college plan with the father’s reaction (His daughter had grown up in a heartbeat) and then compares
the incident with the bass to the father’s relationship with his daughter. The response lacks internal
consistency in paragraph 3, presenting a series of loosely related ideas without clear transition.

Language Use

Uses appropriate language, which is sometimes inexact (distraught by this, seperate his family, more
mild than others) or informal (a great vision in his head and mad their kids are leaving). The response
occasionally makes effective use of sentence structure and length (He had no money, but he was very
polite).

Conventions

Demonstrates partial control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (seperation, untill, dissapointed)
and punctuation (away, and graduate; Idea he felt;, wanted and it) that do not hinder comprehension.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 4 in all qualities.
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Anchor Level 4 — C

Quality Commentary

The response:

Meaning Establishes a controlling idea that shows a basic understanding of both texts (Seperation of family is the
hardest thing a parent will have to do and seperation can be good and bad). The response makes implicit
connections between the controlling idea and the ideas in Passage 1 (Although the father doesn’t want to
let go of his daughter he knows that ... she will be happier and more sucessful) and in Passage Il (Even
with the help of others he still finds seperation hard).

Development Develops some ideas more fully than others, with reference to specific and relevant evidence from
Passage 1 (even though he wants to keep both he lets the fish back into the water and lets Holly go to
college out of town). The discussion of Passage II is less developed with more general references to the
text (The little boy sets out to get a better life). The response discusses the conflict and symbolism in
Passage I and mentions, but does not develop, theme for Passage II.

Organization Establishes an appropriate focus on the good and bad about Seperation but fails to maintain this focus
beyond the insertion of various forms of the phrase (The poem also shows the good and bads of
seperation. Theme shows how seperation can be good but also bad). The focus on a parent’s response to
separation is not maintained. The response exhibits a rudimentary structure, but is inconsistent by failing
to clearly relate the pros and cons of seperating families to situation, and theme, first established in the
introduction.

Language Use Uses appropriate language, with some awareness of audience and purpose (Seperation is a hard thing to
experience). The response occasionally makes effective use of sentence structure and length (Her father
doesn’t like this but he knows that he won’t be able to have his “big little girl” around all the time).
Conventions Demonstrates partial control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (seperation, memior, relizes) and
punctuation (situation, and theme, her fathers feelings; Holly, the fish) that do not hinder comprehension.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 4, although it is somewhat weaker in
organization.
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Anchor Level 3 - A

Quality Commentary

The response:

Meaning Establishes a controlling idea that shows a basic understanding of the texts (Many parents go through
separation with their children). The response makes few connections between the controlling idea and
the ideas in the texts (What Holly had to tell her father was ... she wants to go away for college and
She misses her son).

Development Develops ideas briefly, using some evidence from the texts (Her father flashes back to a time when
they went fishing and a boy comes in a familys house and they are feeling sympathy towards him). The
response relies primarily on plot summary.

Organization Establishes an appropriate focus on the fact that many parents do not want their children to move out.
The response exhibits a rudimentary structure but includes inconsistencies due to the lack of internal
transitions (she wouldn’t be home for the summer. The father says, “that fish was so full of life and He
had very good manners. This shows that the mother wants her son back).

Language Use Relies on basic vocabulary (deal with, how much fun they had together, He wanted to work for food),
with little awareness of audience. The response exhibits some attempt to vary sentence structure and
length for effect, but with uneven success (Her dad was dissapointed because he wanted to still go
fishing with her over the summer however she told him she wouldn’t be home for the summer).
Conventions Demonstrates partial control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (dissapointed and showes),
punctuation (summer however she, her he, food he), and apostrophe use (fathers reaction and its a
part) that do not hinder comprehension.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 3, although it is somewhat stronger in
conventions.
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Anchor Level 3 - B

Quality Commentary

The response:

Meaning Establishes a controlling idea that shows a basic understanding of the texts (Something hard to
deal with is seperation). The response makes few connections between the controlling idea and
the ideas in the texts (daddy doesn’t want his little girl to leave him and She knew the boys mother
had to be worried).

Development Develops ideas briefly, using some evidence from the texts (he had to let it go, and he thought for
his daughter the same and the mother wonderd how she felt if that where her son). The response
relies primarily on plot summary.

Organization Establishes, but fails to maintain, an appropriate focus on the emotional effects of separation. The
response exhibits a rudimentary structure with an introduction and a paragraph for each passage.
There is no conclusion.

Language Use Relies on basic vocabulary (everyone goes through it and she gives him the bad news) which is
sometimes imprecise (3 for “three,” + for “and,” where for “were”), with little awareness of
audience or purpose. The response exhibits some attempt to vary sentence structure for
effect, but with uneven success (the boy who was a good man offerd to work for the meal in
which he did).

Conventions Demonstrates emerging control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (seperation, rong,
apifiny), punctuation (father knowing, well is, whats), and capitalization (story, It; he is Reading;
later that day) that hinder comprehension.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 3, although it is somewhat weaker in

language use.
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Anchor Level 3 - C

Quality Commentary
The response:

Meaning Establishes a controlling idea that shows a basic understanding of the texts (often in life people face
many hardships in life, one which would be beeing separated from your loved ones). The response
makes few connections between the controlling idea and the ideas in the texts (Holly is getting
Separated from her dad and a boy is separated from his mom).

Development Develops ideas briefly, using some evidence from the texts (as she grew older, She grew more apart
from her dad and she wouldnt want her daughter to leave the house and go off on her own) with some
inaccuracy (She’s in college and ... has new plans for her Junior year). The response relies primarily
on plot summary.

Organization Establishes an appropriate focus on beeing separated from your loved ones. The response exhibits a
rudimentary structure, with an introduction, a paragraph focusing on plot for each passage, and a
conclusion.

Language Use Relies on basic vocabulary that is sometimes imprecise (but many people go through it and does that

do may or may not turn out how they want their lives to be), with little awareness of audience. The
response reveals little awareness of how to use sentences to achieve an effect (often in life ... war).

Conventions Demonstrates emerging control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (beeing and no where),
punctuation (ones for example beeing, helped him gave, wouldnt), and use of the possessive (girls mom
and kids mom) that hinder comprehension.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 3, although it is somewhat weaker in
language use.
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Anchor Level 2 — A

Quality Commentary

The response:

Meaning Conveys a confused and an incomplete understanding of the texts (They dont want their children to be
away from they still want them to be by their side). The response makes few connections to Passage I
(She talks about her college plans) and Passage 11 (the son offers to work to get in his own ways).

Development Is incomplete and largely undeveloped, hinting at ideas, but references to the texts are unjustified (ke is
Taking long with Getting stuff ready, She will honk the Horn, She wants to spoil him).

Organization Suggests a focus on separation and suggests organization with an introduction, a body paragraph for
each passage, and a brief conclusion which introduces a new idea (Similarities and Differences).

Language Use Relies on basic vocabulary that is sometimes imprecise (passage I Holly, on a summertime, her for
“hear”), with little awareness of audience and purpose (4s you can see the passage and the poem have
both similarities and Differences). The response exhibits some attempt to vary sentence structure for
effect, but with uneven success (But his parents doesnt want him to work his things).

Conventions Demonstrates emerging control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (sepretation, shoud, impaticent),

punctuation (dont, plans and, spoiled he wants), and random capitalization that hinder comprehension.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 2, although it is somewhat stronger in
language use and conventions.
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Anchor Level 2 - B

Quality Commentary

The response:

Meaning Conveys a confused and incomplete understanding of the texts. The suggestion of a controlling idea
(both passages ... showed the seperation of individuals) is only superficially connected to Passage I
and not connected to Passage II.

Development Is incomplete and largely undeveloped, hinting at ideas, but references to Passage I are vague and plot
related (During a summer day on saturday morning Holly made some plans). There is no development
of Passage II.

Organization Suggests a focus on the seperation of individuals but lacks organization.

Language Use

Relies on basic vocabulary that is sometimes imprecise (/n passage one to finish up schooling earlier
than expected), with little awareness of audience or purpose. The response exhibits some attempt to
vary sentence structure and length for effect, but with uneven success (The college plan she disquest
with her father to go away for a couple years and be indepentent and leave her home).

Conventions

Demonstrates emerging control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (disquest, seperation,
signated), punctuation (morning Holly and problem and), and grammar (The college plan ... to go
away and father which) that hinder comprehension.

Conclusion: Overa

11, the response best fits the criteria for Level 2, although it is somewhat stronger in

language use and conventions.
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Anchor Level 2 - C

Quality Commentary

The response:

Meaning Establishes a controlling idea that shows a basic understanding of the texts by stating that in passage 1
and in passage Il the separition is more develop both physically and mentally. The response makes
superficial connections between the controlling idea and the ideas in Passage I (The only think that he
can said to her is understand that she want go away for college and that she is grown up). There are no
connections to Passage I1.

Development Is incomplete and largely undeveloped, with little discussion of Passage I beyond vague references to
plot and literary elements (Is symbol) and no discussion of Passage II.

Organization Suggests a focus on separation but lacks organization. Passage II is only addressed in the first
paragraph, and there is no conclusion.

Language Use Uses language that is imprecise (they for “there,” specialist for “especially,” think for “thing”) for the

Quality Commentary

The response:

Meaning Provides a simple interpretation of the critical lens that suggests some criteria for analysis (Everyday
you are stuck with a chocie ... somebody else). The response makes superficial connections between
the criteria and The Crucible (If he tells ... his family will be like nobodys) and Romeo and Juliet
(Romeo is faced with so many chooiess that he has to run and hide).

Development Develops ideas briefly. The response offers some evidence of the choices faced by John Proctor (it
can not be told to any one ... they both can be disrespected) and Romeo (cant confese to it) but the
discussion consists primarily of plot summary.

Organization Establishes a focus on the idea that people face difficult choices. The response exhibits a
rudimentary structure, beginning by interpreting and agreeing with the quote, and then offering
separate paragraphs discussing choices faced by John Proctor and Romeo. A concluding paragraph
reflects on the critical lens. The response includes some irrelevancies (Good or bad we can allways
mak another choice later).

Language Use Relies on basic vocabulary (Which I agree with, has a big choice to make, Juliet comes up with a
play to fake her death). The response exhibits some attempt to vary sentence structure for effect, but
with uneven success (In the end ... the life less body of Romeo).

Conventions Demonstrates emerging control, exhibiting occasional errors in spelling (basicly, prosses, invold),
punctuation (the people in “The Crusible by Arthor Millor, and Romeo and Juliet by and free wife or
try ... wife but), capitalization (House made, but If they, to Free him), and grammar (/'ve had made,
he is love with, in 3 days that she will be “died”) that hinder comprehension.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 3 in all qualities.

Quality Commentary

The response:

Meaning Provides a simple interpretation of the critical lens that suggests some criteria for analysis (to make a
decision is not easy in our life). The response presents superficial connections between the idea that
decision making is difficult and the decision making process in Macbeth (the jealous won his
heart ... to kill him) and Of Mice and Men (He decided to kill him).

Development Develops ideas briefly, using some evidence from the texts (Duncan gave him everything, include
house, Power, money ... he had nothing and George decided to kill him, he does not want Lenny get
any trouble). The response relies primarily on plot summary and does not explain the complexities of
the decisions to kill Duncan or Lennie.

Organization Establishes an appropriate focus on the idea that people struggle when making decisions (Both of
them made decision with hard time). The response exhibits a rudimentary structure by introducing
and explaining the quote and offering some evidence explaining Macbeth’s decision to kill Duncan
and George’s decision to kill Lennie. The concluding paragraph refers to the critical lens (You still
have a deep thought and to make decision), but offers an irrelevancy (You will get wrong choice, but
that was what you choice).

Language Use Relies on basic vocabulary (this is a true statement and Because Duncan is his cousin they are
related) that is occasionally imprecise (George knows where is him and George concentrated
Lenny). The response exhibits some attempt to vary sentence structure for effect, but with uneven
success (One is “Macbeth” written by ... and other one is).

Conventions Demonstrates a lack of control, exhibiting frequent errors in punctuation (means, to, escaped, only;
friend, before) and grammar (The story “Macbeth” the main character Macbeth because he wants
more power, include house, No matter things around you easy or not) that make comprehension
difficult.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 3, although it is somewhat weaker in
conventions.

Uses language that is imprecise (gives us a understand, from small to adulthood, the quote pretty much
sums up how that situation), with little awareness of how to use sentences to achieve an effect.

Conventions

Demonstrates a lack of control, exhibiting frequent errors in spelling (predgeades, rasistum, circlutlar),
punctuation (From the Pact, the three doctors and their choices to “How to kill a Mockin Bird” a book.
Choices), and grammar (Difficulty, life and a choice and Life is difficult and choices made is a part of
the difficulty) that make comprehension difficult.

The response hints at the idea that Romeo and Juliet face
difficult decisions. The response states that Stuck in Neutral relates to the quote, but offers no other
references to this text.

Organization Suggests a focus on the idea that people have a difficult life. The response restates the quote and offers
some interpretation and agreement. Two texts are offered that fit the quote, but the response concludes
with some brief information regarding only one text, Romeo and Juliet.

Language Use Uses language that is imprecise (they can’t get out of and they learn to know). The response reveals
little awareness of how to use sentences to achieve an effect (Two works that I have read ... fit the
quote).

Conventions Demonstrates emerging control, exhibiting occasional errors in punctuation (wont, Romeo and Juliet by
Shakespeare and also stuck in Neutral by Terry Truman are, enemy’s) and grammar (that fit’s and my
opinion to the quote) that hinder comprehension.

Conclusion: Overall, the response best fits the criteria for Level 2, although it is somewhat stronger in

conventions.
